	SECTION B - GENERAL


Training Update:
Welcome back!  NLCC Micmac Staff are very pleased to welcome all our cadets back to in-person training.  Please note the following items related to COVID-19 protocols:
Health Questionnaire: ALL cadets MUST complete the online questionnaire EVERY week.  The questionnaire can be found on the corps website – www.nlccmicmac.ca, click on the COVID-19 tab.
Masks: ALL cadets and staff are required to wear a non-medical mask.  Each new cadet has been or will be issued a mask.  This mask is part of their uniform and cadets are expected to wear the mask to all cadet events whether they take place inside or outside.

Illness: Please do not send your cadet if they are feeling unwell.  Attendance awards are NOT being given out this year. Cadets will not be penalized for absences.

Cadet Arrival: ALL cadets are asked to line-up outside the Emmanuel Church Hall at 6:20pm.  Cadets and one parent/guardian are asked to line up six feet apart.  Parents/guardians are asked to wear a non-medical mask while waiting for their child to enter the hall. Each cadet will be directed to the door by the Quartermaster.  Each parent/guardian will be asked COVID-19 health questions.  Cadets will enter if they answer no to the health questions.  They will be directed to sanitize their hands. Parents/guardians will leave.

Cadet Departure: The Quartermaster will coordinate departure of cadets inside Emmanuel Church Hall at the end of the evening.  Parents/guardians are asked to wait in their cars until 8:25pm.  Cadets will be dismissed at 8:30pm by the Quartermaster identifying a parent/guardian outside to pick up the cadet.  Cadets will not be released to other families without prior knowledge.  Parents/guardians are asked to socially distance and wear a non-medical mask while outside waiting to pick up their cadet.

Snacks: Cadets wishing to have a snack at stand easy are asked to bring their own.  Canteen is not available this year.  Please ensure the snacks to do not contain nuts of shell fish.  

Supplies:  Cadets are required to bring a water bottle, filled with water; notebook; pencil.  All other supplies will be provided as required.

Permission Slips: Permission slips are available online for events.  They will be posted ONE week before the event and need to be submitted by 8pm the DAY BEFORE the event. If permission slips are not completed, the cadet will not be able to attend the event.
